Guide, Hypercom, Hyatt Gaming and the Mississippi Band of Choctaw Indians.   Other positions included serving as 

Corporate Director of Internal Audit for Trump Hotels & Casino Resorts, Inc, Director of Internal Audit for the Trump Taj 

Mahal Casino Resort and Trump Plaza Hotel and Casino, and Internal Audit Manager with Harrah's casinos.

Gleim has offered a series of successful study tips to ensure IIA Chapter members pass the CIA exam on the first 
attempt.  While all these tips are useful, it is equally important to know what study habits to avoid.  Once a habit forms, 
it is difficult to break.  Pay attention to these habits so you know what to avoid picking up from start to finish.  
 
Cramming:  
While many people rely on the cramming method, it can be harmful to your physical and mental health due to the 
increase in stress and lack of relaxation that may result.  
 
Fix:  Gleim's most successful candidates study for 6-8 weeks in advance!  We guarantee that you will retain more 
knowledge with less stress if you study 10-15 hours a week for 6-8 weeks rather than 40 hours or more in 5-7 days.  You 
will benefit greatly by spreading out your schedule in a manageable fashion.  
 
Environmental Concerns:   
An uncomfortable study environment can prevent you from focusing while minimizing your comprehension and 
retention.  Distractions such as a creaky chair, a broken desk, or a cold room distract you even in the most serene study 
spots.  In short, you will likely spend more time adjusting to the environment rather than studying in the environment.  
 
Fix:  Try different sites until you find the best place for you.  Remove any distractions before initiating your study 
sesssion.  For example, if the best place for you to study is the coldest room in the house or a cold library, dress in layers 
or bring a sweater so you can adjust.  This is also good preparation for the actual exam since you cannot control the 
testing center's temperature.  Also, be sure you have an alternate location in case your primary study spot is or becomes 
unavailable.  
 
Bed Time:   
While beds may keep you cozy and care-free, they can make even the most disciplined of candidates drift off to 
dreamland.  
 
Fix:  Avoid studying on or near a bed or sofa.  Make sure your study spot is comfortable but not going to cause you to get 
sleepy and cut your studies short.  
 
Music's In the Air:   
Loud noises and music can interfere with the brain's ability to absorb information.  It can also distract you from focusing 
on the material at hand.  
 
Fix:  If you prefer listening to music while you prepare for the exam, make sure it remains in the background rather than 
the foreground of your studying environment.  Find a specific type of music, and stick to that style and volume 
throughout your study sessions.  It is better for concentration if void of lyrics.

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Richard Chambers, CIA, CGAP, CCSA, is President and CEO of the IIA.  In his blog, he shares his personal reflections 
and insights based on his more than 30 years experience in the internal audit profession. 

 
In late December, I wrote about the five events that defined the past decade for internal auditors. It is too speculative 
(and far too early) to predict any defining events for the next decade. However, I do have some views on key imperatives 
that internal auditors must pursue if we are to build on the success we enjoyed during the past 10 years. 

The IIA’s Global Board of Directors recently updated The Institute’s five-year strategic plan. Included in the plan is a 
preferred milestone that internal auditing be ―universally recognized as a profession‖ by 2014. No one is debating how far 
we have come as a profession. However, being universally recognized as a profession is still aspirational, and is an 
indication of the distance we still must travel. 

As I look at the decade ahead, I am confident that The IIA will do its part to elevate the stature of the profession around 
the world. We will establish a clear and concise definition of internal auditing’s value proposition, implement and 
communicate an International Professional Practices Framework worldwide, and continuously advocate the value of the 
profession to key stakeholders around the world. However, even if The IIA successfully accomplishes all of these 
strategies and more, any progress in further elevating the stature of the profession will need to be reinforced by internal 
audit professionals in the ―trenches.‖ 

In the past decade, we elevated our stature as a profession by: 

 Helping our organizations navigate the demands of new legislation and regulations related to financial controls. 

 Becoming champions for effective enterprise risk management. 

 Becoming a respected source of talent for our organizations. 

 Diversifying our focus and demonstrating our value in the face of a global economic crisis. 

In the decade ahead, I believe there will be even greater challenges than those we successfully navigated in the past. I 
have already commented on the overarching need to provide assurance to our boards on the effectiveness of risk 
management. Below, I have identified five additional imperatives that I believe must be addressed in the coming decade 
— and the sooner the better: 

 Expand our capabilities to continuously assess risks. 

 Enhance our proficiency in data mining and analysis. 

 Better integrate the deployment of IT and non-IT audit resources. 

 Become more effective in communicating our value proposition to our immediate stakeholders. 

 Enhance our coordination with other risk and compliance functions in our organizations. 

In the coming weeks, I will expand on these in my blog and invite your perspectives on these and other imperatives that 
we must pursue.
